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Nostalgia of the Cultural Celebrities and Reflections on Local Planning

Abstract: New urbanization planning policy advocates "let residents view the mountains, see the water,
and keep the nostalgic feelings of their native places", which makes the research of "nostalgia"become a
hot spot again. How to use nostalgia to guide planning is a key question in this paper. Since the cultural
celebrities speak louder than normal people, this paper analyzes ‘nostalgia’ from the texts of cultural
celebrities providing reference to the existing planning field.
